The Association runs an annual exhibition 
offering members with more than ten years’ 
exhibition experience the Margaret Gunnersen 
and William Hoggan Thomas Memorial Award 
and Prize; and a prize to sculptors with fewer 
than ten years’ exhibition experience: the 
Tina Wentcher and Andor Meszaros Prizes on 
alternate years. The Association also organises 
exhibitions on an occasional basis and can 
assist in organising and managing exhibitions 
and competitions for other groups for example 
the sculpture exhibition at the Melbourne 
International Flower and Garden Show.

The ASV web site records all exhibitions since 
2003. Individual member sculptor profile pages 
are generated from the sculpture database and 
from information supplied by the sculptors.

The Association has an entry in the Yellow Pages 
and can put people wishing to commission 
sculpture in touch with sculptors ready to do 
the work required.
